Dear Friends of Camp Wiregrass,

Thank you so much for the wonderful love and support you have shown Camp
Wiregrass in 2005. The many hours of labor, fervent prayers and financial
support which camp received from you made such a difference. We continue to
be appreciative to you and to our heavenly father who makes all things possible.

The summer of 2005 was another success story for Camp “Wiregrass in spite of
the hurricane season. We served 744 campers with 705 of that number
receiving the Bible Rosette. There were 29 baptisms and another 50 prayer
requests. We awarded 44 scholarships and hosted 196 young people who had
no connection to the Church of Christ. Needless to say, we feel that God’s
blessings continue to abound at Camp Wiregrass.

We are enclosing a copy of the 2005 financial statement along with a list of
contributions, scholarships, and memorials (**) for you to see. As you view
these items, our hope is that you will resolve to continue supporting Camp
Wiregrass in the future as you have in the past.

For the first time in approximately ten years, camper tuition has increased in
2006. Tuition for first/second grade through the junior high camp weeks is now
$95 per week. This one price includes $75 devoted to camper lodging/meals
and a $20 non-refundable allotment to crafts and daily canteen snacks. The
senior session tuition is now $75 and campers may purchase their own snacks at
the canteen. In the past, a $65 tuition only covered lodging and meals with
parents having to add extra money for crafts and canteen snacks. That system
proved highly unpredictable requiring much “guess work™ on the part of parents
and staff. With the new system, each parent pays one fee allowing campers to
choose from a variety of daily snacks and crafts to enjoy without the worry of
running out of money. The canteen will also be accepting cash for the benefit
of staff members and visitors who wish to purchase snacks.

Please remember to pray for camp daily and ask God’s continued guidance for
it.
