Custer’s Corner

The Sinfulness of Apathy
Christians everywhere seem to be better at avoiding sins of

commission than sins of omission.  It is easier to avoid committing sins
like murder and mayhem than obeying the great commands to “ love the
Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your
mind”  and “ love your neighbor as yourself.'  (Matt 22:37-39).  We might
say that we obey the commands to love, but what we omit or fail to do in
the practice of love demonstrates our sinfulness.

In Matthew 19 a young man once came to Jesus and asked,
"Teacher, what good thing must I do to get eternal life?" and Jesus
replied, " If you want to enter life, obey the commandments… Do not
murder, do not commit adultery, do not steal, do not give false
testimony, honor your father and mother,' and 'love your neighbor as
yourself’."

"All these I have kept," the young man said. "What do I still
lack?"

Jesus knew the young man better than the man knew himself.
Jesus told him, "If you want to be perfect, go, sell your possessions and
give to the poor, and you will have treasure in heaven. Then come,
follow me."  Sadly the young man left without committing himself to the
Lord’s service.

With his response, Jesus helped the man to see that though he
may have avoided adultery and thievery, he certainly failed to love God
and his fellow man as fully as he could have.  He loved his wealth more
than God and his own self more than his fellow man.  His sins were
those of omission.

Apathy and complacency are alive and well in every
congregation.  There is a numbing lack of concern about the work of
God in this world.    My Webster’s New World Dictionary defines apathy
as “ lack of emotion, lack of interest; listless condition; unconcern;
indifference.”   Sadly I see this in many Christians.  Where is the
excitement, the passion, the fervor of faith that certainly should be
present in the lives of soldiers of the Cross in the midst of battle?

Apathy and complacency don’t drive us to commit murder,
adultery, grand larceny, and other great sins of commission, but sadly
keep us from acting in faith.  Too often they keep us in our recliners
watching TV and motivate us to keep our money in our pockets when
the offering plate is passed. There is a cure for apathy and forgiveness
for the sins of omission.  The cure and the forgiveness are freely ours
through a genuine and committed faith in Jesus.
