Custer’s Corner

Hollywood: Being Seen But Not Known

The George Eastman VIP room in the Kodak Theatre in Hollywood is the
hangout of the biggest celebrities and power brokers of cinema. It is a
great place to be “seen.” Other attendees of theatre events can openly
look into the room since the hallway wall is entirely of glass. Itis
probably an ego trip to be in the room and know that the “little people”
passing by in the hallway are probably consumed with envy.

The glass wall is pretty high tech. It can be made to seem opaque to
those inside, giving the illusion of privacy. Outside, from the hallway,
views of VIP's in the room would be unobstructed when looking strait
through the glass, but as you begin to pass, the view becomes quickly
clouded so that as you look back at an angle through the glass, you can
no longer see the people inside. This becomes a perfect place where
you can be seen, but not known. It is a place where you can fool yourself
into feeling you have privacy, when in fact you are being constantly
observed.

These kinds of illusions are not reserved to celebrities in Hollywood.
People everywhere in our culture are like actors trying to project and
protect a certain image. Wearing masks at all times, we present
ourselves to those around us. We don’t mind being seen, as long as it
will further the false image that we wish to portray. We let people have
glimpses of us, but don't let very many people truly know us. Sadly we
sometimes approach God in the same way. Do we really think we can be
seen but not known.!?1?
