When changes make life seem shaky remember: “The Lord is my shepherd.”
When you enter your own dark valleys remember: “The Lord is my shepherd.

| am not afraid of the future. | know that some are fearful of change. We hear of places
where changes have lead churches away from God's truth. We hear of churches splitting
over generational differences, worship styles, and personalities. But what we must
remember above all is that “The Lord is our shepherd.” In this congregation we are
committed to staying close to the Shepherd at all times. That should give us confidence!
Like David said: “Yea though | walk through the shadow of death, | will fear no evil, for thou
art with me.”
