Word Pictures for Effective Christians

1. A Patient Farmer. In the church we work in the soil of men’s hearts rather than in the dirt
of the earth. We’re to be like farmers who are involved in the progression of cultivation,
planting, and reaping. This “CPR” will bring life to dead congregations.

2. A Shining Star. Do I shine for Jesus?  Philippians 2:15 declares, “…you shine like stars
in the universe as you hold out the word of life…” We want to reflect the light of Jesus and
help others to see his path through life. A star-studded sky is very appealing to those in
darkness. Just as the heavens declare the glory of God, so do His living stars.

3. A Fragrant Aroma. What is our aroma?  Do we attract or repel?  We are reminded in 2
Corinthians 2:15: “For we are to God the aroma of Christ among those who are being saved
and those who are perishing.” What is our aroma?  Do we attract or repel?  Do I emit an
appealing fragrance to those around me?

4. A Living Letter. Speaking of believers, Paul says in 2 Corinthians 3:2, “You yourselves
are our letter, written on our hearts, known and read by everybody.” This image declares
that evangelism is allowing your searching friends to turn the pages of your life so that they
can read the fine print. It presupposes regular, close contact with people who are lost
without Christ. Fortunately, or maybe unfortunately in some cases, the response to Christ is
often determined by the material found in the book of our lives.
