“Does a maiden forget her jewelry, A bride her wedding ornaments?” (Jeremiah 2:32a)

The answer of course is no!

Brides take weddings very seriously.  I have met many grooms who viewed their wedding ceremonies

as necessary formalities to be tolerated, but most brides see them as beautiful fulfillments of their dreams.

They are concerned about everything.  Their groom, their dress, the ceremony, the reception, etc., have all

been imagined and rehearsed in most of their minds.

I often remind couples in pre-marital counseling that the wedding is less important than the marriage.

They smile, assuring me that they know this, and continue to make their intricate plans for the ceremony.

Some get so stressed about wedding details that their relationship with their future spouse is harmed.  They

argue about the ceremony, the reception, and the rehearsal dinner.  They always work things out, but often

at the cost of having less energy for one another.

I have watched two of my children get married.   I watched my son Drew look lovingly into the eyes of

his bride Jamie and speak his vows.  Jamie returned his love and repeated her vows of devotion to him.  It

was lovely.  My daughters, Jessica and Kristen, cried through the whole ceremony.  I remember standing

before Curtis and Alison as they pledged their love and it was hard not to cry through that myself, but I was

the preacher and the ceremony had to go on.  But the ceremonies were not what most occupied my mind

and my prayers.  I thought, “How wonderful that Drew and Alison have someone to love, and how blessed

they are to have someone to return their affection.”

I prayed more for the relationships than the ceremonies, for it is the loving relationships that will bring

happiness.  It is love that makes the ceremony beautiful and will make the marriage lasting.  And so it is

with Christianity.  Baptism is essential and often touching, but it is the person’s love relationship

with God that will make an eternal difference.
